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Under 8§ 230.66.40(a) of the Guide, “the expense of specialized typesetting, layout, or binding of
appellate or other legal briefs (including Supreme Court booklets) exceeding requirements for
individuals represented under the CJA, regardless of the printing method utilized, is not
reimbursable.” (emphasis added) “The reasonable cost of laser printing, photocopying, or similar
duplication expenses is,” however, “reimbursable.” Id. § 230.66.40(b).

The Supreme Court does not require the special booklet format when a petitioner is proceeding
IFP. See S. Ct. R. 39.3. Instead, counsel may print their petition on 8.5x11 paper, stapling in the
top-left corner, and must mail an original and ten copies of the cert. petition and appendix. See
Guide to Filing IFP Cases; S. Ct. R. 33.2. Expenses above the costs for production consistent with
S. Ct. R. 39.3 will not be reimbursed.
